	Whereas, every year, on September 11th, we remember those who, at the World Trade Center, Pentagon, and in Shanksville, Pennsylvania, lost their lives; and,
	Whereas, to honor the lives of those who were lost and to remind one another of that feeling of oneness that came from such a tragedy, we celebrate Patriots' Day on September 11th, and National Day of Service and Remembrance; and,
	Whereas, Patriot's Day focuses on the period between 8:46 AM when American Airlines Flight #11 collided with the World Trade Center to 10:28 AM when the North Tower of the World Trade Center collapsed, and 3000 people lost their lives; and,
	Whereas, the National Day of Service and Remembrance honors those from across our nation who volunteered, offered condolences, and, without being prompted, live up to John F. Kennedy's famous inaugural address quote, "Ask not what your country can do for you, ask what you can do for your country."
