Domestic Violence Awareness Month

WHEREAS, October is National Domestic Violence Awareness Month, designated to raise awareness of its prevalence and impact; and
WHEREAS, domestic violence affects individuals of all ages, genders, races, orientations, and socioeconomic statuses, with 1 in 4 women and 1 in 9 men experiencing severe physical violence by an intimate partner in their lifetime, impacting over 12 million people annually in the U.S.; and
WHEREAS, domestic violence hotlines receive over 19,000 calls daily, highlighting the urgent need for awareness, prevention, and support; and
WHEREAS, in New Jersey, while domestic violence homicides have declined, reports, arrests, assaults, and incidents involving children or substance use continue to rise;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, I, Nancy Adams, Mayor of the Township of Maplewood, on behalf of the Township Committee, proclaim October 2025 as Domestic Violence Awareness Month in Maplewood; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, residents are encouraged, if safe to do so, to seek support and resources through the National Domestic Violence Hotline at 1-800-799-7233, by texting START to 88788, or visiting thehotline.org.
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
