



Proclamation
Anti-Bullying Month & World Day of Bullying Prevention

	WHEREAS, October is recognized as Anti-Bullying Month, with October 6th observed as World Day of Bullying Prevention; and
WHEREAS, nearly 1 in 5 students and 1 in 3 adults report experiencing bullying, often through lies, rumors, or other harassment that harms mental health, education, and workplace well-being; and
WHEREAS, bullying contributes to anxiety, depression, sleep loss, and disengagement from school or work, while bystanders remaining silent allows it to persist; and
WHEREAS, everyone has the right to live free of harassment, and those in crisis should remember they can call 988 for the Suicide and Crisis Lifeline, or 911 in an emergency;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, I, Nancy Adams, Mayor of the Township of Maplewood, on behalf of the Maplewood Township Committee, proclaim October as Anti-Bullying Month and October 7th as World Day of Bullying Prevention; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, I implore everyone who sees something wrong to speak out, to show kindness with intention, and support those being bullied, for bullying and harassment are not rites of passage, nor should they be accepted as the norm. Only through action and rejecting silence can we break the cycle from generation to generation.
