
PROCLAMATION
Breast Cancer Awareness Month

WHEREAS, breast cancer will affect approximately one in eight women in the United States during their lifetime, and one in 833 men will also be diagnosed; and
WHEREAS, in 2025, an estimated 316,950 women and more than 2,800 men nationwide will be diagnosed with invasive breast cancer; and
WHEREAS, breast cancer remains the most commonly diagnosed cancer in women and the second leading cause of cancer death, with death rates 40% higher among Black women than White women, and serving as the leading cause of cancer-related death among Latina women; and
WHEREAS, early detection saves lives, with 66% of breast cancers diagnosed at an early stage when treatment is most effective; and
WHEREAS, advances in screening, treatment, and awareness have contributed to a 43% decline in breast cancer deaths in the United States since 1989, and today, more than four million people are living with or beyond breast cancer; and
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT PROCLAIMED, that I, Nancy Adams, Mayor of the Township of Maplewood, on behalf of the Maplewood Township Committee, do hereby proclaim October 2025 as Breast Cancer Awareness Month in the Township of Maplewood, and encourage all residents to speak with their healthcare providers about breast cancer risk and the importance of regular screenings; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Township of Maplewood recognizes the power of community action and encourages participation in efforts led by the American Cancer Society, Susan G. Komen, and other local and national organizations dedicated to increasing awareness, advancing research, and supporting those affected by breast cancer.
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
