	Whereas, beginning September 2011, September has been deemed Sepsis Awareness month; and,
	Whereas, Sepsis or Septic shock is a life-threatening reaction of the body caused by a previous infection, from a bug bite to pneumonia, that affects over 1.7 million people every year and takes more than 350,000 lives American lives each year; and
	Whereas, as one of the most expensive conditions to get treated for, with double the cost of stay compared to other medical conditions, and 50% of survivors having post-sepsis syndrome, Sepsis is one of the most dangerous preventable diseases; and,
	Whereas, it is recommended by the CDC to prevent Sepsis to practice proper hygiene, like washing your hands, properly caring for wounds, and taking prescribed medication, alongside speaking to your doctor whenever your temperature is higher or lower than usual, you have signs or symptoms of an infection, you experience mental decline such as feeling confused, chronically sleepy or difficult to rouse, or feel extremely ill, and experience severe pain, discomfort or shortness of breath.
